MEMORANDUM AND ORDER


On November 16, 2000, the Director of the Department of Public Safety filed a complaint seeking to discipline the peace officer certificate of Clifford B. Allen for a felony conviction.  The Director filed a motion for summary determination, with affidavits, on February 14, 2001.  Our Regulation 1 CSR 15-2.450(4)(C) provides that we may decide this case without a hearing if the Director establishes facts that (a) Allen does not dispute and (b) entitle the Director to a favorable decision.  Section 536.073.3;
 ITT Commercial Fin. Corp. v. Mid-Am. Marine Supply Corp., 854 S.W.2d 371, 380-82 (Mo. banc 1993).  Allen filed a response on March 6, 2001, but does not dispute the following facts.  

Findings of Fact


Allen holds peace officer Certificate No. ###-##-####.  On March 31, 1998, Allen pled guilty to two counts of first degree statutory sodomy and one count of child molestation, all felonies, was convicted, and sentence was imposed.  State of Missouri v. Allen, No. CR297-325FX (Carter County Cir. Ct. Mar. 31, 1998).  

Conclusions of Law


We have jurisdiction to hear the Director’s complaint.  Section 621.045.2.  The Director argues that Allen’s convictions are cause for discipline under section 590.135.2(1), which allows discipline for:

Conviction of a felony including the receiving of a suspended imposition of a sentence following a plea or finding of guilty to a felony charge[.]

In his filing of February 5, 2001, Allen admits that he was convicted.  Therefore, we conclude that Allen is subject to discipline under section 590.135.2(1).  Allen asks whether he might ever again serve as a peace officer, but that issue is not before us.
