DECISION


We dismiss the petition of Kwabena Asamoah-Boadu (“Boadu”) because we find no statutory authority to decide the matter on which Boadu seeks our review.   
Procedure


On April 5, 2007, we received a petition filed by Boadu.  Dismissal is appropriate if the facts show that we lack jurisdiction.
  We base our findings of fact on Boadu’s allegations.
  
Findings of Fact

1. Boadu filed his petition on April 5, 2007.  

2. The petition appeals a decision of the Office of Administration, Division of Purchasing and Materials Management.

3. The decision terminated several contracts for janitorial services between the State of Missouri and Boadu based on allegations that Boadu employed illegal immigrants.    

Conclusions of Law


We have only such jurisdiction as the legislature has given us.
  The petition seeks our review of a decision terminating a contract for janitorial services that was based on allegations of employing illegal aliens.  
Section 285.025.1, RSMo 2000, gives us jurisdiction to review a decision based on an allegation of employing illegal aliens, but only if the decision relates to a 

state-administered or subsidized tax credit, tax abatement, or loan.  No such decision is the subject of the petition.  Therefore, that statute does not apply.

The petition cites no statute giving us authority to review the termination of a contract based on allegations of employing illegal immigrants, and we know of none.  
Summary


We dismiss the petition because it is not within our jurisdiction.
