DECISION

The State Board of Nursing (“the Board”) may discipline Maria Lanette Bonner for having been placed on the Employee Disqualification List (“EDL”) of the Department of Health and Senior Services.  

Procedure


The Board filed a complaint on November 5, 2004, and filed a motion for summary determination with supporting exhibits on February 17, 2005.  On July 7, 2005, Bonner received personal service of our notice of complaint, notice of hearing date, and a copy of the complaint, motion for summary determination, and our order dated April 26, 2005.  That order rescheduled the hearing for September 7, 2005, and gave Bonner until July 11, 2005, to respond to the motion for summary determination.  By order dated August 11, 2005, we denied the motion for summary determination without prejudice.  
On August 24, 2005, the Board filed a motion for reconsideration of its motion for summary determination.  The motion dismissed two out of the three charges in the complaint, sought our decision on the third charge, and included a further exhibit.  We gave Bonner until September 19, 2005, to respond to the motion for reconsideration. 

We grant reconsideration of the motion for summary determination.  On a motion for summary determination, we may decide this case without a hearing if the Board establishes facts that entitle it to a favorable decision and Bonner does not dispute such facts. 
 Bonner has not responded to the complaint or either motion.  Therefore, the following facts established by the Board’s exhibits are undisputed.  
Findings of Fact

1. Bonner held a practical nurse license issued by the Board.  
2. Bonner’s license was current and active from December 29, 1995, until it lapsed on May 31, 2004, and at all relevant times.  

3. The Department of Health and Senior Services placed Bonner on its EDL from 
May 24, 2004, to May 24, 2005.
Conclusions of Law

We have jurisdiction to hear the Board’s complaint against Bonner under § 335.066.2:

The board may cause a complaint to be filed with the administrative hearing commission as provided by chapter 621, RSMo, against any holder of any [professional nurse] license . . .  who has failed to renew . . . her . . . license for . . . :

(15) Placement on an [EDL.] 

The Board has established that the Department of Health and Senior Services placed Bonner on its EDL, and Bonner has raised no dispute as to that fact.  Therefore, we grant the motion for summary determination.  

Summary

We conclude that the Board may discipline Bonner under § 335.066.2(15).  The Board dismissed all other charges in its complaint.  In 30 days we will certify our record to the Board under § 621.110.
