DECISION

We dismiss the complaint filed by Theodis Brown because we do not have jurisdiction over decisions or records of the Missouri State Employees’ Retirement System (“MOSERS”).

Procedure

On May 11, 2007, Brown filed a complaint concerning his retirement.  On May 21, 2007, Brown filed a motion to compel discovery.  As we explain below, we have no jurisdiction to adjudicate the complaint filed.  For the same reason, we have no jurisdiction to compel discovery.  Accordingly, we deny the motion to compel discovery.

Finding of Fact


1.  Brown’s complaint asks us to correct his records with regard to his retirement and pension.  He attached a memorandum from MOSERS verifying his monthly benefit amount.

Conclusions of Law


Because this Commission is an administrative tribunal created by statute, we can exercise jurisdiction only in those cases provided for by the legislature.
  If we have no jurisdiction to hear the petition, we cannot reach the merits of the case and can only exercise our inherent power to dismiss.
  Brown cites no law, and we can find none, that gives us jurisdiction over MOSERS’ decisions or records.  Therefore, this case is dismissed.
