DECISION


The Director of the Department of Public Safety (“the Director”) has cause to deny Justin Rethford-Claibourn’s application for entrance into a basic training course because he committed several criminal offenses.
Procedure


On January 25, 2013, Rethford-Claibourn filed a complaint appealing the Director’s decision denying his application for entrance into a basic training course.  The Director filed an answer on February 6, 2013.  On March 11, 2013, the parties filed a joint stipulation of facts.  Our Regulation 1 CSR 15-3.446(3) provides that we may decide this case without a hearing if the parties file such a stipulation.  The following facts are undisputed.
Findings of Fact
1. Rethford-Claibourn applied for entrance into a basic law enforcement training course pursuant to Chapter 590.

2. On March 10, 2005, Rethford-Claibourn committed the Class B misdemeanor of trespass in the first degree, as defined by § 569.140, RSMo 2000, when he knowingly and unlawfully entered a building owned by another person.

3. On that same date, Rethford-Claibourn committed the Class A misdemeanor of stealing, as defined by § 570.030, when he appropriated two Honda ATVs owned by another person without his consent, with the purpose to deprive that person thereof.

4. On January 27, 2006, in the Circuit Court of Morgan County, Rethford-Claibourn pled guilty to trespass in the first degree and stealing in connection with the above offenses.
Conclusions of Law

We have jurisdiction to hear this complaint.  Section 590.100.3.  Rethford-Claibourn has the burden to show that he is entitled to licensure.  Section 621.120, RSMo 2000.  

The parties agree that there is cause to deny Rethford-Claibourn’s application for entrance into a basic training course under § 590.100, which states:

1.  The director shall have cause to deny any application for a peace officer license or entrance into a basic training course when 
the director has knowledge that would constitute cause to discipline the applicant if the applicant were licensed.

Section 590.080.1 authorizes discipline as follows:

The director shall have cause to discipline any peace officer licensee who:

*   *   *

(2) Has committed any criminal offense, whether or not a criminal charge has been filed[.]

Rethford-Claibourn and the Director have stipulated that Rethford-Claibourn committed two criminal offenses.  Based on the stipulated facts, we agree that he did so.  There is cause for discipline under § 590.080.1(2), and thus cause for denial of his application into a basic training course under § 590.100.1.
Summary


We find cause to deny Rethford-Claibourn’s application.
