DECISION


This Commission dismisses this case because we cannot review a settlement agreement that has not been submitted to us for review.
Procedure


On March 12, 2007, Jeffrey D. Creager filed a one-page document (“the petition”) asking us “to review the Settlement Agreement forwarded to me by the Jackson Law Firm of Columbia, Mo.”  Nothing is attached to the petition.  We examine our jurisdiction in each case.
  If we have no jurisdiction over the subject matter of a petition, we can only dismiss it.
  

Finding of Fact


Creager received a proposed settlement agreement from the State Board of Nursing.  Creager did not submit the agreement to us.
Conclusions of Law


We have no jurisdiction over Creager’s petition.  Our jurisdiction comes from the statutes alone.  Therefore, we have no authority to do anything unless every condition set forth in the statutes is satisfied.
  


Section 621.045.3(3)
 provides:

[T]he licensee may, either at the time the settlement agreement is signed by all parties, or within fifteen days thereafter, submit the agreement to the administrative hearing commission for determination that the facts agreed to by the parties to the settlement constitute grounds for denying or disciplining the license of the licensee[.]

Under § 621.045.2(3), we determine whether Creager is subject to discipline.  We do so based solely on the stipulated facts and the law cited in the settlement agreement.  There is no hearing.  

But § 621.045.3(3) gives us authority only if Creager submits a settlement agreement, signed by all parties, within the time provided.  Creager has not submitted a settlement agreement.  Therefore, we have no power to address his petition.  

Summary

We dismiss the petition for lack of jurisdiction.
