DECISION


We dismiss the complaint filed by Nancy Ham because we lack the jurisdiction to hear it.
Procedure


On August 23, 2011, Ham filed a complaint appealing an assessment of tax by the Director of Revenue (“the Director”).  On September 8, 2011, the Director filed a motion to dismiss.  We gave Ham until September 21, 2011, to respond to the motion, but she did not respond.
Findings of Fact

1. On June 23, 2011, the Director mailed a Notice of Deficiency – Individual Income to Ham.  The notice of deficiency states:

YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO PROTEST THIS ASSESSMENT.  If you disagree with the assessment of the 
amounts shown above, you may file a protest.  If you wish to file a protest, you must do so within 60 days of the date of this notice.

2. The Director did not receive a protest from Ham within sixty days of the mailing of the notice of deficiency.
3. On August 23, 2011, Ham filed a complaint with this Commission.

Conclusions of Law 


Section 621.050.1
 gives us jurisdiction over an appeal of “any finding, order, decision, assessment or additional assessment made by the director of revenue.”  The Director argues that Ham did not timely file a protest with the Director,
 and thus we do not have jurisdiction.

Two Missouri cases appear to make the filing of a protest mandatory in order to appeal to this Commission.  The Supreme Court referred to filing a protest as the “exclusive remedy for challenging the assessment.”
  State ex rel. Fischer v. Sanders
 sets forth the protest as a necessary step in appealing a case to this Commission and then to a court.


We find that we have no jurisdiction to hear Ham’s complaint because she failed to properly exhaust her administrative remedies by timely filing a protest with the Director.  If we have no jurisdiction to hear the petition, we cannot reach the merits of the case and can only exercise our inherent power to dismiss.
  We grant the motion to dismiss.  
Summary


We grant the Director’s motion to dismiss.
