AMENDED DECISION 


We grant the application of the Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission (MHTC) for approval of:  (1) the construction of a new grade separation structure to carry the relocated U.S. Route 136 over the Iowa, Chicago, and Eastern Railroad Corporation’s (Railroad) tracks at milepost 371.80 (US DOT #919 810 K) in Putnam County, Missouri; and (2) the removal of the existing grade separation structure at milepost 372.19 (US DOT #376 636 W) once the new structure is complete (the project).  

Procedure


On May 1, 2003, the MHTC filed an application requesting an order approving the project.  Attached to the application is an Agreement for Grade Separation executed on behalf of the MHTC and the Railroad, a copy of the project’s plans, and a completed questionnaire for grade separation.


In our notice of application and order, we designated the Railroad as a party to this proceeding and directed it to respond to the application no later than May 22, 2003.  No legal 

representative of the Railroad responded.
  In its application, the MHTC specifically waives any statutory hearing if no other party requests one.  

Because no party requested a hearing in this matter, the AHC will issue its decision based upon the verified pleadings and supporting exhibits.  We make our findings of fact from the statements set forth in the verified application and supplement thereto, which have not been countered by any party.

Findings of Fact
1. The Railroad operates lines of its railway system through the state of Missouri, a portion of which extends through Putnam County, Missouri.  U.S. Route 136 is maintained by the MHTC as part of the state highway system.

2. The MHTC plans to build a new grade separation structure to carry the relocated U.S. Route 136 over the Railroad’s tracks at milepost 371.80 (US DOT #919 810 K) in Putnam County and to remove the existing grade separation structure presently carrying U.S. Route 136 over the Railroad’s tracks at milepost 372.19 (US DOT #376 636 W) after the new structure is complete. 

3. The MHTC will pay one hundred percent (100%) of the project’s costs.  

4. The project will not adversely affect public necessity because the existing grade separation structure will not be removed until the new structure is complete.  The project will promote public safety because the new grade separation structure will provide motorists on the relocated U.S. Route 136 with a safe crossing at this location.

5. The Agreement for Grade Separation entered into by the MHTC and the Railroad on or about January 15, 2003, addresses the relevant railroad safety issues
 except for ensuring that the Railroad will abide by the terms of 49 CFR, Part 220.  Pursuant to that regulation, the Railroad should provide its qualified representative, who should be equipped with adequate communication devices when the MHTC’s contractor requests flagging services.  In addition, no work should be performed, nor should workers be permitted, within a 25-foot distance from the track’s center, unless these precautions are in place. 

Conclusions of Law


We have jurisdiction over this case pursuant to § 389.610,
 which provides in part:  

5.  The highways and transportation commission shall have the exclusive power to alter or abolish any crossing, at grade or otherwise, of a railroad or street railroad by a public road, highway or street whenever the highways and transportation commission finds that public necessity will not be adversely affected and public safety will be promoted by so altering or abolishing such crossing, and to require, where, in its judgment it would be practicable, a separation of grades at any crossing heretofore or hereafter established, and to prescribe the terms upon which such separation shall be made.

*   *   *

9.  The exclusive power of the highways and transportation commission pursuant to this section shall be subject to review, determination, and prescription by the administrative hearing commission, upon application to that commission by any interested party.  Upon filing of an application pursuant to this subsection, the administrative hearing commission is vested with the exclusive power of the highways and transportation commission otherwise provided in this section, with reference to matters reviewed, determined or prescribed by the administrative hearing commission.

(Emphasis added.) 

The verified application as supplemented and the attached exhibits show that public necessity will not be adversely affected and that public safety will be promoted by the project at the subject crossing.  Therefore, we grant the application and order the following:

1. The MHTC shall construct a new grade separation structure to carry U.S. Route 136 over the Railroad’s tracks at milepost 371.80 (US DOT #919 810 K) in Putnam County, Missouri, and shall remove the existing grade separation structure carrying U.S. Route 136 over the Railroad’s tracks after the new structure is complete.  

2. The MHTC and the Railroad shall comply with the safety measures set forth in the Agreement for Grade Separation executed on behalf of the MHTC and the Railroad and as depicted on the project plans attached to the MHTC’s application.  The Agreement for Grade Separation and the project plans are incorporated into this order by this reference.

3. The Railroad shall abide by the terms of 49 CFR, Part 220, and shall provide its qualified representative, who shall be equipped with adequate communication devices when the MHTC’s contractor requests flagging services.  In addition, no work shall be performed, nor shall workers be permitted, within a 25-foot distance from the track’s center unless these precautions are in place.


SO ORDERED on June 23, 2003.  This order is deemed effective as of June 13, 2003.
