MEMORANDUM AND ORDER 


On May 24, 1999, Andrew McKenzie filed a petition appealing a decision of the Director of Insurance (the Director) refusing his license application.  On September 24, 1999, the Director filed a motion for summary determination.  We gave McKenzie until October 18, 1999, to respond, but he did not respond.  

However, the petition states that the time for appeal had run when McKenzie filed the petition, and requests an extension of time to file the appeal.  Section 621.120, RSMo 1994, provides that we have jurisdiction to hear the petition only if McKenzie filed the petition “within thirty days after the delivery or mailing by certified mail of written notice of such refusal to the applicant[.]” (emphasis added).  The petition states that McKenzie “was notified on April 7, 1999” of the refusal – more than 30 days before the petition’s filing date.  The amended answer agrees with that date.  We have no jurisdiction to hear a petition filed out of time and, therefore, 

no jurisdiction to grant an extension.  Community Fed. Sav. & Loan Assoc. v. Director of Revenue, 752 S.W.2d 794, 799 (Mo. banc), cert. denied, 488 U.S. 893 (1988).


Therefore, we dismiss this case.
