DECISION


  There is cause to discipline the veterinary license of Janet Mueller because her Arizona license was placed on probation while her Missouri license was current.
Procedure


The Missouri Veterinary Medical Board (“the Board”) filed its complaint against Mueller on July 14, 2005.  After receiving a copy of the complaint and our notice of complaint/notice of hearing, Mueller filed an answer on October 3, 2005.  We held a hearing on January 17, 2006.  Assistant Attorney General William E. Roberts represented the Board.  Neither Mueller nor anyone on her behalf appeared.  We held the record open to allow the Board to substitute an original certification in place of the faxed copy of Petitioner’s Exhibit 2, the certified records of the Arizona State Veterinary Medical Examining Board.  We received the original on January 20, 2006.  Our reporter filed the transcript on February 17, 2006.
Findings of Fact

1. The Board issued a veterinarian license to Mueller on July 13, 1980.  It was current and inactive on January 23, 2004.  It expired on November 30, 2004.
2. The Arizona State Veterinary Medical Examining Board (“the Arizona Board”) has licensed Mueller to practice veterinary medicine since December 9, 1981.  
3. On January 23, 2004, the Arizona Board placed Mueller’s veterinary license on probation for one year.
Conclusions of Law


We have jurisdiction to hear the Board’s complaint.
  The Board has the burden of proving facts under which the law allows discipline.
   

Section 340.264 provides:

2.  The board may file a complaint with the administrative hearing commission as provided by chapter 621, RSMo, against any holder of any certificate of registration or authority, permit or license required by sections 340.200 to 340.330 or any person who has failed to renew or has surrendered his or her certificate of registration or authority, permit or license for any one or combination of the following causes:
*   *   *


(9) Revocation, suspension, restriction, modification, limitation, reprimand, warning, censure, probation or other final disciplinary action against the holder of, or applicant for, a license or registration or other right to practice any profession regulated by sections 340.200 to 340.330 or by another state, territory, federal agency or country, whether or not voluntarily agreed to by the licensee or applicant[.]
The certified record from the Arizona Board shows that it placed Mueller’s Arizona license on probation on January 23, 2004.  The Board’s license affidavit shows that Mueller’s Missouri 
license was current at that time.  Mueller’s answer to the complaint admits these things.  She raises no defense to the Board’s complaint.
Summary


There is cause to discipline Mueller under § 340.264.2(9).
