DECISION


The liquor licenses of Regatta Lanes, Inc., are subject to discipline for the late filing of a license renewal application.  

Procedure


The Supervisor of Liquor Control (Supervisor) issued a decision suspending the licenses of Regatta Lanes, Inc., (Regatta) for three days.  Regatta filed its petition appealing that decision on April 11, 2002.  We convened a hearing on the petition on October 16, 2002.  Jeffrey Green represented Regatta.  Assistant Attorney General Da-Niel Cunningham represented the Supervisor.  Our reporter filed the transcript on October 17, 2002.  

Finding of Fact


Regatta operates Regatta Lanes at 866 Highway 42, Unit B, Osage Beach, Miller County, Missouri.  On June 28, 2001, the Supervisor received Regatta’s license renewal application for the licensing period July 1, 2001, to June 30, 2002.  

Conclusions of Law

We have jurisdiction to hear Regatta’s petition.  Section 311.691.
  The Supervisor has the burden to prove that Regatta has committed an act for which the law allows discipline.  Missouri Real Estate Comm'n v. Berger, 764 S.W.2d 706, 711 (Mo. App., E.D. 1989).  The Supervisor cites section 311.680.1, which allows discipline if a licensee violates a statute in Chapter 311, RSMo.  

The Supervisor argues that Regatta violated section 311.240.4, which provides: 

Applications for renewal of licenses must be filed on or before the first day of May of each calendar year.

A document is “filed” when the proper official receives it.  Morant v. State, 783 S.W.2d 139, 140 (Mo. App., E.D. 1989).  Because the Supervisor received Regatta’s license renewal application after May 1, 2002, Regatta violated section 311.240.4.  Therefore, Regatta is subject to discipline under section 311.680.1.
