DECISION


Douglas L. Roach is subject to discipline because he was disciplined in another state.
Procedure


On August 7, 2009, the Director of the Department of Insurance, Financial Institutions and Professional Registration (“the Director”) filed a complaint seeking to discipline Roach.  Roach received a copy of the complaint and our notice of complaint/notice of hearing by personal service on March 30, 2010, but did not file an answer.  On August 18, 2010, we held a hearing on the complaint.  Enforcement Counsel Elfin Noce represented the Director.  Neither Roach nor anyone representing him appeared.  On August 25, 2010, the Director filed a brief.  The matter became ready for our decision on September 20, 2010, the date the last brief was due.
Findings of Fact

1. The Director originally issued an insurance producer license to Roach on March 4, 2003, which license expired March 4, 2005.  He was again licensed by the Director on May 22, 2008, as an insurance producer.
2. On March 4, 2009, the Commissioner of Insurance of the State of Kansas issued a final order revoking Roach’s Kansas resident insurance agent license because Roach “failed to respond to a proper motion for summary judgment and because he has shown a pattern of irresponsibility in his business practices, thus violating K.S.A. 40-4909(b).” 
Conclusions of Law 


We have jurisdiction to hear this case.
  The Director has the burden of proving that Roach has committed an act for which the law allows discipline.


The Director argues that there is cause for discipline under § 375.141:

1.  The director may suspend, revoke, refuse to issue or refuse to renew an insurance producer license for any one or more of the following causes:

*   *   *

(9) Having an insurance producer license, or its equivalent, denied, suspended, or revoked in any other state, province, district or territory[.]

Roach’s insurance producer license, or its equivalent, was revoked in Kansas.  There is cause for discipline under § 375.141.1(9).
Summary


There is cause for discipline under § 375.141.1(9).
