DECISION 


Deborah and Paul Schulte (“the Schultes”) are not entitled to a refund of sales tax paid on her purchase of a motor vehicle.  

Procedure


On July 24, 2009, the Schultes appealed the Director of Revenue’s (“the Director”) denial of a claim for a refund of sales tax paid on a motor vehicle.  


On September 23, 2009, the Director filed a motion for summary determination.
  We gave the Schultes until October 2, 2009, to respond to the motion, but they did not respond.  


Our Regulation 1 CSR 15-3.446(5)(A) provides that we may decide this case in any party’s favor without a hearing if any party establishes facts that (a) no party disputes and 
(b) entitle any party to a favorable decision.  

Findings of Fact

1. On October 31, 2008, the Schultes purchased a 1999 Ford Ranger for $6,900.  The Schultes paid $291.53 in state use tax and $69.00 in local tax on the purchase.  
2. On April 13, 2009, the Schultes sold the 1999 Ford Ranger for $6,900.  
3. On April 23, 2009, the Schultes submitted a request to the Director for a refund of  tax paid on their purchase.  

4. On June 30, 2009, the Director issued a final decision denying the refund claim. 

Conclusions of Law


We have jurisdiction to hear the Schultes’ petition.
  The Schultes have the burden to prove that the law entitles them to a refund.
    


Section 144.025.1, RSMo Supp. 2008, provides:

[W]here any article on which sales or use tax has been paid, credited, or otherwise satisfied or which was exempted or excluded from sales or use tax is taken in trade as a credit or part payment on the purchase price of the article being sold, the [sales] tax imposed by sections 144.020 and 144.440 shall be computed only on that portion of the purchase price which exceeds the actual allowance made for the article traded in or exchanged, if there is a bill of sale or other record showing the actual allowance made fro the article traded in or exchanged . . . .  This section shall also apply to motor vehicles . . . sold by the owner . . . if the seller purchases or contracts to purchase a subsequent motor vehicle . . . within one hundred eighty days before or after the date of the sale of the original article[.]

(Emphasis added).  A refund is a limited waiver of sovereign immunity and is not allowed unless expressly permitted by statute.
  “When a state consents to be sued, it may be proceeded against only in the manner and to the extent provided by the statute; and the state may prescribe the 
procedure to be followed and such other terms and conditions as it sees fit.”
  Section 144.025 does not apply because the Schultes are seeking a refund of tax based on the sale and purchase of the same vehicle; there is no “subsequent” vehicle involved.  

The Schultes argue that they waited in line for long periods of time and relied on the advice of the Director’s licensing offices.  However, neither the Director nor this Commission has the authority to change the law,
 and this Commission does not have the authority to supervise other agencies’ procedures.
  We may only apply the law to the facts to decide the appeal.  We find no provision of law allowing a refund because the Schultes, for whatever reason, decided not to keep the vehicle.  

The law does not allow a refund.  We grant the Director’s motion and cancel the hearing.
