DECISION


The Director of the Department of Public Safety (“the Director”) has cause to deny Joshua Schutte’s application for entrance into a basic training course because he committed several criminal offenses.
Procedure


On January 4, 2013, Schutte filed a complaint appealing the Director’s decision denying his application for entrance into a basic training course.  The Director filed an answer on 
January 17, 2013.  On February 22, 2012, the parties filed a joint stipulation of facts.  Our Regulation 1 CSR 15-3.446(3) provides that we may decide this case without a hearing if the parties file such a stipulation.  The following facts are undisputed.
Findings of Fact
1. Schutte applied for entrance into a basic law enforcement training course pursuant to Chapter 590.

2. On April 14, 2006, Schutte possessed intoxicating liquor while under the age of twenty-one.  This is a misdemeanor
 under § 311.325.

3. On June 6, 2007, Schutte attempted to cause physical injury to J.C. by striking him in the nose with brass knuckles.  For this conduct, Schutte pled guilty on September 21, 2007 to assault in the third degree, a Class A misdemeanor under § 565.070, RSMo 2000, in the circuit court of Johnson County, Missouri.

4. On April 13, 2009, Schutte attempted to cause physical injury to J.N. by striking him in the face.  For this conduct, Schutte pled guilty on November 19, 2009 to assault in the third degree in the circuit court of Boone County, Missouri.

Conclusions of Law

We have jurisdiction to hear this complaint.  Section 590.100.3.  Schutte has the burden to show that he is entitled to licensure.  Section 621.120, RSMo 2000.  

The Director alleges that there is cause for denial under § 590.100, which states:

1.  The director shall have cause to deny any application for a peace officer license or entrance into a basic training course when 
the director has knowledge that would constitute cause to discipline the applicant if the applicant were licensed.

Section 590.080.1 authorizes discipline as follows:

The director shall have cause to discipline any peace officer licensee who:

*   *   *

(2) Has committed any criminal offense, whether or not a criminal charge has been filed[.]

Schutte and the Director have stipulated that Schutte committed three criminal offenses.    Based on the stipulated facts, we agree that he did so.  There is cause for discipline under 
§ 590.080.1(2), and thus cause for denial of his application into a basic training course under 
§ 590.100.1.
Summary


We find cause to deny Schutte’s application.
