DECISION 


We grant the Missouri Real Estate Commission’s (“MREC”) motion to dismiss this case as moot.  
Procedure


Calvin L. Sherman filed a complaint on May 9, 2007, challenging the MREC’s decision revoking his real estate salesperson license.  By agreement of the MREC, we issued a stay order on May 31, 2007.  


On August 31, 2007, the MREC filed a motion to dismiss, stating that it had withdrawn its revocation order.  Sherman filed a response on September 14, 2007, and the MREC filed a reply on September 19, 2007.  We held a telephone conference on September 25, 2007.  
Findings of Fact

1. On May 4, 2007, the MREC issued an order revoking Sherman’s real estate salesperson license.  
2. On August 31, 2007, the MREC withdrew its revocation order.   

Conclusions of Law


“A cause of action is considered moot when the question presented for decision seeks a judgment upon some matter which, if the judgment was rendered, would not have any practical effect upon any then existing controversy.”
  When a case before us is moot, there is no controversy and we have no jurisdiction.
 

 Sherman requests that we issue an order lifting the revocation and reinstating his license.  Sherman argues that otherwise, the MREC could change its position and he would have to go through this process again.  This Commission is a neutral, independent agency created to resolve the disputes entrusted to us by statute.
  We are separate from the MREC and other licensing agencies.  We have no authority to superintend the MREC or any other state agency.
 Because the MREC withdrew the revocation order that was the focus of the appeal, there is nothing left for us to decide, and we can take no action other than to dismiss this case as moot.  
Summary


We dismiss this case as moot.
