MEMORANDUM AND ORDER


On October 6, 2000, Sunrise Home Health Care, LLC (Sunrise) filed a petition appealing the decision by the department of Social Services, Division of Medical Services (Department), to deny Sunshine’s application for a Social Services Block Grant contract.  We set a hearing for March 5, 2001.


On March 2, 2001, Sunrise filed a motion for a continuance.  We granted the motion and reset the hearing for May 11, 2001.  On May 10, 2001, the Department filed a motion for sanctions.  Pursuant to a telephone conference held that day, we cancelled the May 11 hearing date.  By separate notice we reset the hearing for June 13, 2001.  


On May 7, 2001, Sunrise’s attorney withdrew from the case.  Also on May 7, 2001, we granted the Department’s first motion to compel Sunrise to respond to discovery.  On May 31, 2001, we granted the Department’s second motion to compel Sunrise to comply with discovery.  


On June 13, 2001, we convened the hearing on Sunrise’s petition.  Alisa Dotson, with the Department’s Division of Legal Services, represented the Department.  Though notified of the time and place of the hearing by notice mailed May 14, 2001, Sunrise made no appearance.  At the hearing, the Department moved to dismiss the petition for failure to prosecute.  As of the date of this order, Sunrise has not contacted this Commission regarding the hearing.  


We grant the Department’s motion and dismiss Sunrise’s petition for failure to prosecute.
