DECISION


We dismiss this case because we do not have jurisdiction to hear it.
Procedure


On September 17, 2010, Brian Tuman, Corey Lien, and Jodi Holt (“Petitioners”) filed a complaint appealing a decision of the Missouri State Fair Competition Commission (“State Fair Commission”) removing awards given to Tuman’s cattle and banning all three Petitioners from the Missouri state fairgrounds.  On October 26, 2010, the State Fair Commission filed a motion to dismiss.  We gave Petitioners until November 12, 2010, to respond to the motion, but they did not respond.
Analysis

Jurisdiction consists of the lawful power to decide a controversy (subject matter).
  Our jurisdiction comes from the statutes alone.
  The State Fair Commission argues that there is no 
statute giving us jurisdiction over this matter, and we agree.  If we have no jurisdiction to hear the petition, we cannot reach the merits of the case and can only exercise our inherent power to dismiss.
 

We grant the motion to dismiss and cancel the hearing.
