MEMORANDUM AND ORDER


On June 26, 2000, Jennifer Loomis & Associates, Inc. (Loomis) filed a petition appealing a decision of the Department of Social Services, Division of Medical Services (the Department), which denied Loomis’ claim for reimbursement of Medicaid services.  


On October 26, 2000, the Department filed a motion for summary determination of the petition, with an affidavit.  Under our Regulation 1 CSR 15-6.430(5), we grant the motion if the Department establishes facts that (a) Loomis does not dispute and (b) entitle the Department to a decision as a matter of law.  We gave Loomis until November 13, 2000, to respond to the motion, but she did not respond.  


The pleadings and the Department’s affidavit establish the following facts.

Findings of Fact

1. From June 1, 1999, through July 8, 1999, Maricopa Medical Center provided medical services to L.K.S. (the services), a person eligible for Medicaid benefits.  

2. The Department denied a claim for Medicaid reimbursement for the services.  

3. As noted in the Department’s remittance advice dated August 18, 2000, the Department paid Maricopa Medical Center $1,725.65 in Medicaid reimbursement, the maximum amount allowed by law, for the services.  

Conclusions of Law


We have jurisdiction to hear a petition appealing the Department’s denial of a claim for Medicaid reimbursement under section 208.156.2, RSMo 1994.  

However, the record shows that there is no longer any controversy between the parties, or any relief this Commission can grant.  Any case where a decision on the merits would have no practical effect on any existing controversy, or where it is impossible to grant any effective relief, is moot.  State v. Kiesau, 794 S.W.2d 309, 312 (Mo. App., S.D. 1990); In re K.E.B., 

782 S.W.2d 85, 86 (Mo. App., E.D. 1989).  

Because Loomis’ petition is moot, we grant the Department’s motion and dismiss the case.
