DECISION


We grant the motion to dismiss filed by the Board of Probation and Parole.  The Board filed a motion to dismiss the petition on March 1, 2004.  We gave Monarch until March 22, 2004, to respond to the motion, but it did not respond.


Monarch Restoration, LLC (Monarch) filed a petition on February 6, 2004.  Monarch alleges that the Board’s staff has interfered with Monarch’s ability to recruit employees from halfway houses.  Because this Commission is a legislative creation, we have only such authority as the statutes give us.  State Bd. of Regis'n for the Healing Arts v. Masters, 512 S.W.2d 150, 161 (Mo. App., K.C.D. 1974).  The Board argues that no statute gives us authority over the Board’s operations.  Monarch cites no law giving us authority over the Board.  Monarch’s allegations may be of the type addressed by officials within the Department of Corrections, but this Commission knows of no law giving us authority to hear Monarch’s petition.  


If we have no statutory authority to hear the petition, we can only exercise our inherent power to dismiss it.  Oberreiter v. Fullbright Trucking, 24 S.W.3d 727, 729 (Mo. App., E.D. 2000).  Therefore, we grant the Board’s motion and dismiss the petition.
