DECISION


Jill T. Voltmer is subject to discipline because she committed a criminal offense.
Procedure


On February 7, 2012, the Director of the Department of Public Safety (“the Director”) filed a complaint seeking to discipline Voltmer.  Voltmer received our notice of complaint/notice of hearing by certified mail on February 10, 2012.  She filed an answer on March 7, 2012.

The Director filed a motion for judgment on the pleadings on March 9, 2012.  We gave Voltmer until March 26, 2012 to respond, but she did not respond.  We may decide a case on the pleadings if a party’s pleading, taken as true, entitles another party to a favorable decision.
  Therefore, we derive the following facts from Voltmer’s answer.
Findings of Fact

1. Voltmer is licensed as a peace officer.  Her license is, and was at all relevant times, current and active.

2. On March 10, 2011, in St. Joseph, Missouri, Voltmer operated a vehicle while she was intoxicated.  She crashed into a legally parked car and damaged her car and the parked car.
3. Voltmer left the scene of the accident without providing any information.

4. Voltmer pled guilty on April 13, 2011, to driving while intoxicated, as defined by 
§ 577.010, 
 in the circuit court of Buchanan County, Missouri.
Conclusions of Law 


We have jurisdiction to hear this case.
  The Director has the burden of proving that Voltmer has committed an act for which the law allows discipline.
  


The Director alleges that there is cause for discipline under § 590.080: 
1.  The director shall have cause to discipline any peace officer licensee who:

*   *   *

(2) Has committed any criminal offense, whether or not a criminal charge has been filed[.]
Section 577.010.1 provides:

A person commits the crime of “driving while intoxicated” if he operates a motor vehicle while in an intoxicated or drugged condition.

Section 577.060.1
 provides:

A person commits the crime of leaving the scene of a motor vehicle accident when being the operator or driver of a vehicle on 
the highway or on any publicly or privately owned parking lot or parking facility generally open for use by the public and knowing that an injury has been caused to a person or damage has been caused to property, due to his culpability or to accident, he leaves the place of the injury, damage or accident without stopping and giving his name, residence, including city and street number, motor vehicle number and driver’s license number, if any, to the injured party or to a police officer, or if no police officer is in the vicinity, then to the nearest police station or judicial officer.

In Voltmer’s answer, she admitted that she violated § 577.010 and § 577.060.1, and she admitted to the underlying conduct as well.
  There is cause to discipline her license.
Summary

There is cause for discipline under § 590.080.1(2).
